are they called? 
• What words can you find throughout each movement? (most are at the beginning) How do those words help 

you understand how the music should be performed (for example, the tempo, the style, etc.)?
• Look at your part for each movement. What is the highest and lowest note that you play in each movement? 

Which string (or strings) do you mainly play on in each movement? 
• Do you use your bow at all in movement 2? 
• Look at the score of movement 3. What special features or symbols do you see? What do you guess those 

symbols mean?

Think about some of the following using your musical knowledge and imagination.

• Movement 4: What changes at measure 9? How does the beginning of this movement differ to the second part?
